- Shall not transfer trauma patients to a hospital that is not a trauma center
Must comply with §3727.09 within 180 days

- Must adopt trauma care protocols

- Must have trauma QA and peer review procedures

- Must have transfer agreements with Level 1 or Level 2 trauma centers
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
